discussed.

 Our position as Christians of who we are is 
discussed.

 Our practice of how we live and the standards 
of living we are to attain.

 The way we are to live is different than the 
world.  We are to walk worthy 



Living the Christian Life
 In spite of all the resources, power and 

principles we have living the Christian life is not 
easy.

 Because you know how to operate on the job 
doesn’t guarantee that you will pull it off.  
Because you know how to conduct yourself 
doesn’t mean you will fulfill it.

 Because you know what Christ teaches is no 
guarantee you will see the fulfillment of it.



Defining the Christian Life

 Satan will do his best to withstand us



The Preparation for War 
 You do not want the battle to begin when you are 

unprepared.

 V10 Be strong in the Lord and the power of His 
might.

 It is in Christ that we are strong because His might 
becomes our might.

 1 John 4:4; Phil. 4:13, Eph 6:10; Heb. 2:14

 Christ defeated Satan at the cross, we are in 
Christ so we defeated Satan at the cross..  



There is No Reason To Lose the 
War

 Divine resources belongs to us.  

 There is no Christ, no time in his life that 
needs to feel that he loses the battle to the 
enemy.

 We know we are going to win the war in the 
end because Christ has gotten us the victory.

 We have the strength of the Lord and we 
have the armor on. Eph. 1:19; Col.1:10.



When Are You Vulnerable?
 1 Cor. 10:12-13

 When you think you are not.  When you think 
you have all the information and have mastered 
the book of Ephesians.

 When you think you have the principles or can 
handle Satan.

 When you think you can do it, you can’t but 
when you depend on God there is nothing 
Satan can do to you that causes you to lose the 
victory.



The Battle is The Lord’s
 We simply face the reality that God’s power is 

present.

 There is no bondage so great that there is not a 
way of escape..

 When Satan sends his confusion we are to 
report to the commander in chief.

 We ask God to purge our lives and make us a 
righteous vessel that can stand fearless 
protected by God.   



Put on the Whole Armor of 
God

 A believer needs to have the armor of God on.

 Dependence on God and obedience is the only 
resource the believer needs.

 You never lay your armor down until you meet the 
Lord.  

 Always the believer is to stand because Satan will 
attack you.

 You don’t need to go find the devil hang around 
long enough and he will find you. 



The Greatest Angel Fallen
 Isaiah 14, Ezekiel 28, Rev. 12

 Jesus believed in him Mt. 4, The apostles 
believed in him, Paul talked about him, Peter and 
James talked about him.

 He has personal titles. Ez. 28 anointed cherub. 
Jn 16 prince of this world, Eph. 2 prince of the 
power of the air. 2 Cor 4. god of this age.

 Luke 11:15 prince of demons. Jn 8:44 liar



Wiles of the Devil
 Lies, false doctrines, false religion, false teaching.

 He is a liar and the father of lies.

 He is a deceiver and his whole system deceives, 
subtly, supernaturally, powerfully.

 OT Satan deceived Israel into worshipping idols 
and turning their backs on God. 

 He prevents the word from reaching the hearts of 
men.
